Silk™ Finish
A luxurious semi-gloss surface 
that is easy to clean and adds 
sleek style to cabinetry.

Chalk Finish
A low-gloss tactile finish 
with the look and feel of 
a raw veneer, suitable for 
benchtops and cabinetry.
